Departures: Daily  

On this tour you will see the most exciting sights of 
Jerusalem: the Mount of Olives, the Old City, Jaffa 
Gate and the Jewish Quarter, the Cardo, the 
Western Wall, the Via Dolorosa and Yad Vashem. 

Drive to the Mount of Olives for a panoramic view of 
the city. 

Enter the Old City through Jaffa Gate and walk 
through the Armenian and Jewish Quarter to the 
recently excavated and restored Cardo, the Roman 
road. See the Jewish Wailing Wall – the Kotel – 
and continue to the Christian Quarter. Walk along 
the Via Dolorosa and visit the Church of the Holy 
Sepulchre. Proceed to the New City; view the 
Knesset, Israel's parliament and visit Yad Vashem, 
the Memorial to the Holocaust victims. 

On Fridays, Saturdays and Jewish holidays, instead 
of Yad Vashem the tour will take you to visit the 
tomb of King David, the room of the Last Supper and 
the Dormition Abbey.
